Faculty members are invited to nominate students for the Fall 2011 Student Lecture Series. This series recognizes outstanding student scholarly work, providing them with an opportunity to discuss their findings with others in a public forum. Nominations for students in all fields of study are welcome in order to represent the broad spectrum of student talents at Concordia. 

Nominating Process
All students who wish to participate must be nominated by a faculty member. Faculty members are requested to nominate students who are working on a class project or who have completed a project in a previous class. Nomination of a student or student group indicates a faculty member’s willingness to be a resource person for the student lecturer.

Faculty nomination packets should be emailed to the Office of Academic Affairs (ATTN: Laura Hoverson, lhoverso@cord.edu) by March 14, and must include the following:

· Faculty nomination letter, evaluating quality of proposed presentation and assessing timeline of project completion; 

· Student’s concise presentation title and abstract (150 words maximum) suitable for publicity purposes; and 

· Student’s 2-3 page summary of the presentation. 

Criteria for Selection
Up to three students or student groups will be selected by the Academic Advisement and Student Development Committee each semester. Preference will be given to projects and presentations of quality that are likely to stimulate discussion in a general audience. An effort will be made to present a balance in the disciplines represented by the lectures. Notification of selections will be made by April 1, 2011.
